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A. It is sensible to prepare a list of all of your assets and how they can be accessed. This list
should be regularly updated and if it is kept with your Will together with instructions for it only to be
disclosed to your executors on your death it will greatly assist them.

A. The same advice applies; keep a list of user names and passwords to be stored securely with
your original Will.
